Attorney and public
servant Walter L. White, 88,
died Nov. 10, 2007, in Lima,
Ohio.

A graduate of Lima
Central High School, he
earned both a bachelor’s
degree and a law degree from
Ohio Northern University,
and was honored with a
juris doctorate degree. He
received a bachelor’s degree
in divinity from Oberlin and
also attended Northwestern
University.

He practiced law for 50
years and was the senior
partner of the firm of White,
White and White, where he
practiced law with his children,
William H. White, BA ‘64, JD '67, and Patricia (White) King,

BA 74, JD '83. He was a 50-year member of the Ohio State Bar
Association and the Allen County Bar Association, where he served
as its president.

In his long career, Mr. White served as an assistant
prosecutor in Allen County and was elected to the Ohio House
of Representatives for eight terms and to the Ohio Senate for six
years. Gov. James Rhodes appointed him to the Ohio Board of
Tax Appeals for six years. As a legislator, he authored and co-
sponsored bills that eliminated sales tax on prescription drugs,
amended probate codes of Ohio, modernized bank procedures,
strengthened shoplifting laws and founded The Ohio State
University-Lima branch. The Ohio Education Association presented
him with a “Golden Apple Award for Outstanding Leadership for the
Improvement of Education in Ohio.” His fellow legislators selected
him for the “All-Star Team,” which included those representatives
believed to be “the ablest and most effective.”

He served as pastor to the Wayne Methodist Church and the
Cairo Methodist Church and continued to serve the church as a
legal advisor. He was a member of Trinity Methodist Church, Lima.

As a young man, he worked with his father at the Lima
Locomotive Works and began a lifelong hobby of toy-train
collecting. As president of the National Toy Train Collectors
Association, he was instrumental in founding a museum in
Pennsylvania. He donated his collection to Ohio Northern, which
used the proceeds of the sale to establish a scholarship fund
and build a moot courtroom in the College of Law. He served as
president of the Allen County Museum for 10 years, a trustee of
Ohio Northern University, trustee on the Goodwill board and other
charitable groups and was a member of the Rotary and Kiwanis
clubs.

He was born July 6, 1919, in Lima to William H. and Chloe
Knepper White, who preceded him in death. He married Helen
W. Hart, who preceded him in death after 55 years of marriage. In
1997, he married Virginia E. Fisher, who survives.

Orlando A. “Pete” Petrillo, 92, died Nov. 12, 2007, in Elyria, Ohio.

A long-time friend of Ohio Northern, he was born in Republic, Pa., and graduated from Lorain High School. He and
his wife created five scholarships and awards for ONU students, including the Shelley C. Petrillo Art Scholarship, the
Department of Art Endowment Fund, the Shelley C. Petrillo Senior Art Award, the Shelley C. Petrillo Musical Theatre
Scholarship and the Shelley C. Petrillo Theatre Scholarship, in memory of their daughter. In addition, the Petrillos
donated many periodicals and books to the Heterick Memorial Library.

Petrillo served in the U.S. Air Force during World War Il and received the Distinguished Flying Cross for saving his
radio operator’s life. He was employed as a Prudential Insurance agent and staff manager from 1946 to 1977 and
served as a member of the Elyria Civil Service Commission.

Atfter retirement, Petrillo and his late wife, June, traveled in the United States and Europe, spending their 50th
wedding anniversary on the Orient Express.

Petrillo was a life member and past commander of American Legion Post 12, Elyria, and district chaplain Auxiliary
Police; a charter member and first finance officer of AMVETS Post 47 in Lorain; a life member of the Veterans of
Foreign Wars and Italian-Americans Veterans Post 1, Lorain; a charter member of Amherst Workshop Players; a life
member of the Eighth Air Force Historical Society, serving eight years on its board of directors; a member of First
United Methodist Church in Elyria and charter member of Community Methodist Church. He was the last surviving
volunteer firefighter of Lorain Fire Station No. 5.
