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Greek Funding Opportunities 
Greek Programming Fund 
• As the Greek Programming Fund has not been fully utilized at this point, 

the information regarding the fund is presented below for chapters to begin 
planning for next year.  Congratulations to the chapter who did take advan-
tage of this fund—Kappa Alpha Theta!  The fund was created as a way of 
helping chapters provide programming to benefit the campus community.  
Each chapter is eligible for two funding opportunities of up to $50 per 
event throughout the academic year.  The money from the fund must be 
used for events open to the entire campus community and the event must 
be alcohol-free.  Chapters interested in this opportunity must submit a com-
pleted form at least 2 weeks prior to the event for approval.  The form can 
be found on the Greek Life website under the Forms section. 

Greek Housing Improvement Fund 
• At the end of each quarter, a breakdown of term grade point averages for 

each chapter is reviewed.  The sororities and fraternities which are at or 
above the all women’s average and all men’s average, respectively, will be 
eligible for funding.  The Office will provide $300 per quarter for this fund 
to be divided equally among all eligible chapters for their exceptional schol-
arship efforts!  Eligible purchases must be approved by the Office of Greek 
Life prior to purchasing in order to ensure the amount will be paid for/
reimbursed.

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Standards of Excellence 

• The Standards of Excellence Program began in the Spring of 2008.  The 
main focus of the program is to create a system of positive reinforcement 
for members, chapters, and the Greek community.  The program will evalu-
ate chapters in four main areas including the following: membership devel-
opment, internal relations, external relations, and risk management. 

• Meetings have been held over the past two quarters in order for individuals 
to ask questions and receive clarification on any questions.  Questions have 
been collected within a Frequently Asked Questions document available on 
the Greek Life website. 

• Overall, the chapters are putting a great deal of time into reviewing the re-
quirements and working to fulfill them!  The program will conclude with the 
end of Winter Quarter 2008-09.  The Standards of Excellence Documenta-
tion Notebook will be due on Monday, March 16, 2009 by 5pm to the Office 
of Greek Life.  This year’s Greek Awards will be based on the Standards of 
Excellence Program. 

• The Standards of Excellence Program is currently being reviewed for the 
creation of the 2009-10 program.  Individuals with comments regarding the 
requirements are encouraged to send suggestions/changes via email to 
greeklife@onu.edu by December 19, 2008 for consideration.  The 2009-10 
program will be distributed to chapters near the end of Winter Quarter. 

AFA/EBI Fraternity/Sorority Assessment 
 A main initiative within the Office of Greek Life for the 2008-09 aca-
demic year is the assessment of our Greek community.  The Office has spent 
the past year reviewing assessment opportunities; we have selected the AFA/
EBI Fraternity/Sorority Assessment through Educational Benchmarking, Inc. 
(EBI).  The Office of Greek Life has set aside monetary resources for use of the 
survey as well as resources to ensure a successful implementation.  The survey 
will be given this spring to all chapter members.  As taken from the EBI web-
site, the survey was developed “to assess the effectiveness of institutional re-
sources and the overall educational experience of your chapters.”  The survey 
will assess a number of different areas including the following: housing, pro-
gramming, personal development skills, and leadership skills, as well as over-
all satisfaction with the fraternity/sorority experience. 
 The Office of Greek Life is currently working with Institutional Research 
in order to develop campus-specific questions for the assessment.  Specific de-
tails about the assessment will be available soon.
